FRISCO, TEXAS- Two of 
the most respected names in Texas 
health care – UT Southwestern 
and Texas Health Resources – have 
come together to create a one-of-a-
kind medical campus in Frisco.

The hospital, which is designed 
to expand to 140 beds as the 
community continues to grow, 
complements the footprint of 
Texas Health Resources, the larg-
est non-profit health care system 
in North Texas.

Directly across an open-air 
courtyard from the hospital, the 
120,000-square-foot UT South-
western Medical Center at Frisco 
will feature outpatient specialty 
care for adults and children in 
more than a dozen areas. Rang-
ing from sports medicine, spine, 
and general surgery to neurology,

Utility coordina-
tion meeting was held on 
Oct. 17, 2019. Meetings are 
coordinated monthly. 

U.S. 377 North – Public 
meeting will be scheduled 
to coincide with 60 percent 
schematic delivery in spring 
2020. TNP continues efforts 
toward the 60% schematic. 

U.S. 380 Feasibility Study 
– Following public meetings 
in January; a second public 

meeting is tentatively sched-
uled for December 2019. 

FM 428 – Project is from 
east Windsor Drive to West 
Sherman Drive/proposed 
outer loop. TxDOT to initiate 
feasibility study. Anticipate se-
lection of firm by end of 2019.

FM 1385 – Work authori-
zation for schematic and en-
vironmental documentation 
has been executed. Kick-off 
meeting was held on Oct. 17. 

FM 455 – From west of 
FM 2450 to east of Marion 
Road; contractor submitted 
plans to TxDOT for utility 
relocations on Aug. 20 with a 
utility meeting held on Oct. 
19. The contractor is revising 
the profile at Sam Bass Road 
to improve intersection sight 
distance. The contractor is 
finalizing the pre-95% plan 
review that will include a 
traffic control plan, signals 
and illumination. The 95% 
plans are on schedule for 
submittal in January 2020.

FM 455 at I-35 – Envi-
ronmental clearance received 
on Oct. 7. The contractor 
continues progress toward 

pre-95% plan review that will 
include traffic control plan, 
signals and illumination. The 
95% plans are on track for 
submittal in January 2020.

I-35 North – Environmen-
tal approval was received on 
Oct. 7 for the estimated $546.5 
million project from U.S. 380 
to 0.7 miles north of FM 3002. 
The project received $546.5 
million in CAT 12 funding. 
Funding was approved by the 
Texas Transportation Com-
mission on Aug. 29.

I-35E/Mayhill – This 
$55.6 million project to 
reconstruct the interchange 
at Mayhill and I-35E is pro-
jected to begin in May 2021. 
The contractor finalized 60 
percent design and submit-
ted to TxDOT for review; 
anticipate receipt of survey 
on northbound frontage road 
in November 2019. First util-
ity coordination meeting was 
held on Oct. 17.

I-35/35E/35W Merge – 
TxDOT and consultant are 
working on bridge layouts 
for approval from both the 
district and bridge division 
in Austin prior to 30 percent 
plans. The project received 
$319.3 million in CAT 12 
funding, which was approved 
by the Texas Transportation 
Commission on Aug. 29. 

I-35E/Loop 288/Brink-
er/Mayhill – Anticipate 
the opening of the Brinker 
exchange soon, dependent 
upon signal installation. As-
phalt paving on southbound 
main lanes, Brinker, Loop 
288; concrete flat work; and 
constructing center median 
barrier are activities expected 
in October. Traffic switch 
occurred on Oct. 16 to move 
Loop 288 lanes to the outside

One of the greatest ben-

eficiaries of the crisis on our 
southern border is the cartels 
and coyotes charging $6,000 
to $10,000 to smuggle people 
into our country who do not 
have legal documentation. 
Despite the danger, these 
individuals borrow money 
from family members to pay 
cartels and coyotes. If they 
make it into the United States, 
they send remittances home 
through legitimate financial 
transactions to pay back their

of money off of these vulner-
able individuals. While many 
of them likely deal mostly 
in cash, the possibility exists 
that they are using shell com-
panies to store or move this 
illicit money.

The proposed monumental effort 
is backed by a coalition of Tarrant 
County officials, the Fort Worth 
Parks Dept., national and local vet-
erans service organizations, as well 
as patriotic groups and individuals 
across North Texas. Representatives 
of these groups are now meeting to 

discuss the logistics of the project.
“The memorial is to be designed, 

built and installed by mid-Septem-
ber 2020,” Hodgson explains. The 
dedication ceremony would coin-
cide with National Medal of Honor 
Society’s annual conference to be 
held in Fort Worth that month.

Hodgson has assembled a team 
of volunteers to take on a myriad 
of challenges related to the memo-
rial project. Over the next several 
months, those efforts will include:

•    Engaging schools and stu-
dents in the memorial’s design

•    Verifying the names of those 
to be included on the monument

•    Spreading the word and rais-
ing funds to support the effort

•    Dedication ceremony in Vet-
erans Memorial Park

riving to the tax office. “Should 
a customer need personal ser-
vices, they may check in before 
arriving at any tax office loca-
tion by visiting our website and 
select ‘Get In Line Today’. I am 
very excited that we are work-
ing toward providing for future 

date appointments as well”.
A property owner that does 

not receive a tax statement by 
November 10th should contact 
the Tax Office. “It is important 
that a property owner contact us 
if they do not receive their tax 
statement in order to ensure the 
proper information is reflected 
in the property tax records”, 
said Ms. French. Property 
Owners can download a copy 

of their tax statement from 
the website or request that the 
statement be emailed.

All property taxes must be 
paid by January 31, 2020 to 
avoid penalties and interest. The 
Tax Assessor-Collector is re-
stricted from waiving or reduc-
ing penalty and interest assessed 
on a delinquent property tax.
